N.B: 
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It was a challenging vintage for 
McLaren Vale reds, so it’s best to 
jump quickly when you see one that 
grabs you. This young shiraz is 
McLaren Vale to a tee, so you might 
grab it first. Its spicy, peppery and 
slightly meaty aromas of dark plums, 
blackberries 
and dusty vanilla oak reveal attractive 
gamey undertones. It’s long and juicy, 
delivering an intense, pristine 
expression of vibrant berry/plum 
flavour framed by fine, smooth and 
powdery tannins, with 
plenty of assertive, but well balanced 
oak. Impressively flavoursome, it’s a 
deliciously approachable red you can 
drink now. 
Rating: 90/100, Jeremy Oliver  
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5 Stars - July 2007, Superb purple-red 
colour; a lovely medium bodied 
regional wine; luscious black fruits, 
dark chocolate and fine tannins, then a 
very long finish. Best for years 
Rating 95/100, James Halliday  
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Domaine de la Renjarde is a first-class 
Southern Rhône Estate which is under 
the same ownership as Chateau La 
Nerthe at Chateauneuf-Du-Pape. It is 
located at Serignan-du-Comtat, which 
is between Orange and Montpellier. 
Grenache, Syrah, Mourvédre, 
Carignan, and Cinsault are planted in 
soils deep in calcareous sandstones 
well-sited on gently undulating slopes. 
The grapes are all machine harvested 
and are fermented in a combination of 
concrete and temperature-controlled 
stainless steel vats.  
Its top wine is the Côtes du Rhône 
cuvée Henri Fabre, which, unusually 
for this appellation, is a Syrah 
dominated blend. Winemaker Alain 
Dugas is one of the most respected in 
the region.    
Cotes Du Rhone Villages  
Rating: 92 Parker's Wine Advocate.  
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For starters, it is hard to find a better 
Cabernet for the price than Mitolo’s 
Cabernet Sauvignon Jester, which 
spent nine months in used French oak 
prior to bottling. Approximately 20% of 
the grapes were dried 
on racks (a traditional Amarone 
technique) in order to concentrate the 
flavor. Yet there is no pruny or raisiny 
character to the wine. It is a dense 
ruby/purple-tinged offering displaying 
loads of roasted meat, 
blackcurrant, and plum aromas, deep, 
medium to fullbodied flavors, sweet 
tannin, and an expansive, savory 
texture. This is a stunning Cabernet 
Sauvignon to drink now and over the 
next 7-8 years. 
Rating: 91/100 Robert Parker  
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This wine is made from the classic three 

Bordeaux varieties Cabernet Sauvignon 

(84%), Merlot (15%) and Cabernet Franc 

(1%).  It has the typical cassis-blackberry 

fruit characters found in well-ripened cool 

climate Cabernet Sauvignon with the 

suppleness of the Merlot and aromatic lift of 

the Cabernet Franc. This fruit is set against 

a backdrop of cedar and cigar box wood 

tones.   
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Elegant and restrained within the context of the region 
and the drought vintage; plum, blackberry and prune 
fruit woven through with fine grained, ripe tannins and 
perfectly judged French oak 
Rating 94 - James Hallyday 
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94 Points. Screwcap. Super stylish Heathcote shiraz. It’s 
14.5% alcohol but it does not intrude at all, the balance and 
profile of it seeming decidedly cool climate. Flavours of 
camphor, kirsch, cedarwood, bold bright blackberries and 
sandalwood. This is complex and delicious at once. 
Beautiful mouthfeel. Excellent length. This is a ripper.  
 
Campbell Mattinson 
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A polished cabernet blend, with pure varietal aromas of 
currants and raspberry with a whiff of cedar. Fruit char-
acters are very much to the fore. The palate has a soft, 
willowy texture, round and succulent with firm tannins 
and attractive flavours of currants and leather.  
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The wine is dark red in colour with deep purple hues. The 
aroma is of intense cassis and blackberry mingled with to-
bacco tones.  The palate shows concentrated dark fruit fla-
vours with a fine tannin finish giving persistence and length.  
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Jadot is one of the biggest negociant houses in Burgundy. While 
many of its cheaper wines have left me rather cold in recent 
years, this top-value young red is fabulous. This vintage was a 
hot one in France, and a few other examples of Beaujolais I've 
tasted have been a bit overripe and jammy. This wine, however, 
has retained the essential bright, juicy, raspberry fruit aroma 
and, most importantly, the snappy, mouth-watering acidity that 
makes good Beaujolais so entrancing. 

Max Allen 
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The Louis Jadot Bourgogne Rouge shows a colour of medium 
intensity, purplish in youth tending 
to ruby then garnet with age. A most harmonious, balanced, me-
dium bodied wine, with a plump fruitiness and silky texture offset 
by round, gentle tannins. Fine and elegant, with a typical, 
fragrant varietal bouquet complemented by a deliciously lingering 
finish. Enjoy the Bourgogne Rouge Pinot Noir with grilled or 
roasted red meats, mild game meats and soft cheeses such as 
Camembert or Brie. Louis Jadot Bourgogne Rouge may be cel-
lared for 5 years or in great vintages such as 1999 up to 7 years.  
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Very pale straw 
The first impression is of intense flinty, minerally notes verging on 
gunpowder. Being typically aromatic, the wine opens up with air, 
taking on more fruity nuances, in particular of ripe pear.The struc-
ture is defined by wonderful balance. The style is vigorous and 
frank, with a surprisingly rich middle palate, finishing with lively 
vivacity. Domaine Christian Salmon Sancerre leaves one with an 
overall sensation of elegance and harmony. Service Do not over 
chill, serving at 10 degrees Celsius, with delicately flavoured shell-
fish and fish dishes such as Brochet (Pike) au Beurre Blanc, or 
with dry goats cheese, such as that typical of the region from the 
wine-making village of Chavignol “Crottin de Chavignol”. 
Cellaring Up to 2-3 years  
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This wine is very fruity showing peach, pear and grapefruit, developing 
white flower aromas with 
a slight hint of vanilla. The palate is very elegant yet structured, pleas-
ing and harmonious. 
Bourgogne Chardonnay is a perfect accompaniment to hors d’oeuvres, 
white meats and poultry, shellfish, grilled fish and goats milk cheese. 
The Bourgogne Blanc should be served 
lightly chilled, and with good cellaring can improve in bottle for up to 
five years, during which time it develops more complex and sophisti-
cated aromas.  
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The fruit for this wine is sourced from three sites, with most com-
ing from the McHenry Vineyard, which has a sheltered north-
easterly aspect and deep gravel loam soils sloping down to the 
Margaret River. This low-yielding vineyard provides quality fruit 
that forms the backbone of the blend. 
 
As befits its regional provenance and fully mature vines, always 
from the top drawer. The usual winemaking tricks, with barrel 
fermentation and nine months on lees, result in a potent, com-
plex and powerful wine. A delightful streak of minerally acidity 
holds the generous nectarine and melon fruit together, the posi-
tive oak in balance.  
Rating: 96 points James Halliday  
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“Fashioned from a McLaren Vale 
vineyard,  2005 Shiraz G.A.M 
(named after  the Mitolo children — 
Gemma, Alexander and Marco) is a 
deep ruby/purple-hued effort dis-
playing beautiful blackberry, white 
pepper, liquorice, and toasty oak 
notes. Rich full-bodied, and intense, 
with blueberry and blackberry 
flavors, sweet tannin, and excellent 
purity, it is a tour de force in wine-
making. Enjoy it over the next 
decade.”  
Rating: 94 Parker  
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Serpico (aged 12 months in new 
American hogsheads as well as small 
French barrels) comes from the Willunga 
district in the southern sector of McLaren 
Vale, near the ocean. 
It exhibits a dense purple color in addition 
to an extraordinary bouquet of smoke, 
blueberries, black raspberries, and 
cassis. Superbly endowed with admirable 
purity, sweet tannin, a floral/fruity 
component, and a fabulously layered, 
concentrated mid-palate as well as finish, 
it is one of the finest Cabernet 
Sauvignons to ever emerge from South 
Australia. It should age well for 10-15 
years. 
Rating: 94/100 Robert Parker 
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A very elegant, fine and modern 
zinfandel whose meaty expression of 
jujube-like blackberry, blueberry and 
tomato-like fruit is framed by a smooth 
and fine-grained cut of moderately 
astringent tannin. It’s spicy, floral and 
confiture-like, with a vibrant palate tightly 
knit with assertive cedar/vanilla oak, 
fnishing with flavours of dark berries and 
ripe tomato.
